      Consider your options, such as the West Pennway exit and 
      driving to less congested, offsite parking and shuttles.
 
2.  Think ahead.  Parking will be available in the new 1,000 
       space Kauffman Center garage, but traffic will be heaviest 
       as you get closer to the performing arts center.

3.  Make a plan.  Review the parking and trolley map for the 
      Kauffman Center grand opening, and pick a parking/shuttle 
      area in the Convention Center area, the Crossroads Arts 
      District or the Power & Light District. 

4.  Free event shuttles will run from 10:30 a.m. - 6:00 p.m.
      Stops include:
      Convention Center:  12th & Wyandotte (in front of the Marriott Hotel)
      Crossroads:  18th & Baltimore and 20th & Central
       Power & Light District:  14th & Main 
       Kauffman Center:  16th between Wyandotte & Central 

5.  The MAX Bus will run to the Kauffman Center every 
       15 minutes from 11:00 a.m. - 6:00 p.m.
